Rossmore Leisure Centre on Saturday 5th January. Many of the swimmers, particularly in the younger age categories were swimming in their first competitive gala, and the Tornadoes coaches saw some impressive swims from them.  A mention in particular should be given to 9 year old Chloe Wakely, who in her individual swims managed to produce a 1st place in her 25 M Fly and 3rd place in her 50 M backstroke also putting out 2 good relay performances.

Most of the more senior members of the team were entered in their less favoured events but still managed to produce some good times. The whole team performed well 

coming away with 6 first places, 4 second places and 18 third place finishes. 

The team spirit was good and the younger swimmers were encouraged all the way by the older more experienced swimmers. 

It was a battle of the top clubs with Tornadoes finishing in 4th place, narrowly losing out to a higher position due to the strength of the bigger clubs telling as the event wore on. 

There were no disqualifications, which is always pleasing. Overall the coaching staff were very pleased with the performances and attitude of all the swimmers.

The swimmers will continue to prepare themselves for the upcoming counties championships in February and March where they will have chance to prove themselves as a force to be reckoned with once more.
