Thirteen might be an unlucky number for some but not in the case of the 13 swimmers representing the Tornadoes of South Dorset swimming club when they recently took to the water for the 4th Junior Open Meet held at the Littledown Centre. Between them they amassed an amazing 39 personal best times and came away with 11 medals.  

One gold medal, 7 silver and 3 bronze.

The swimmers swam in age categories ranging from 10 to 14 years and each category every swimmer performed well.

In the 10 year age group, Georgia Eiles- Clark and Jazmine Hepburn outclassed many of the other swimmers in this category with Personal Bests in every race – even picking up several “speeding tickets” between them as well as medal, due to the times they were achieving being faster than their initial entry times.

First timer to Littledown was Hope Stanger who gave a fine performance and set herself two new PB’s in the 50m freestyle and 50m backstroke.

Jordan Davie also did well taking 6 seconds off his 200 M individual medley.

In the 11-year age group, Amelia Stout swam a great 50M breaststroke to take home a bronze medal.  In the 100M backstroke Katy Robinson smashed 8 seconds off her entry time and 7 seconds off her 100m breaststroke setting herself new times in both these races.  Scott Davis also achieved a new PB in the 200M Individual Medley knocking a fantastic 18 seconds off his entry time.

In the 12-year age group, Marcus Crew and Christopher Perham performed well, with Marcus taking the gold medal in the 100M backstroke. Newcomer Jay Lelliot swam n the 50M butterfly, 50M backstroke and 100M freestyle setting PB’s in all 3 races.

We only had one swimmer In the 13 year age group representing the girls and despite not being 100% fit, Alyce Westwood achieved a PB in her 50M freestyle.

In the 14-year age group, Lloyd Briggs competed in an incredible 10 races, achieving PB’s in 2 races and taking the silver medal in the 50M freestyle.

For the girls in this age group Anastasia Westwood came away from the day with 1 silver and 2 bronze medals narrowly missing the bronze medal in the 200M Individual Medley.

Coach for the day, Sam Alderton said that all the swimmers gave their all in every race they had entered and should be congratulated on their performances and fantastic results.
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
