Portland youth 16 year old Jay Lelliott who attended Royal Manor School 5th form and trains with his swimming club Tornadoes of South Dorset under coach Phil Daniels at the prestigious Osprey Leisure Centre, Portland pool gained his England National Colours as part of the ESSA England South Team. The Team swam at Ponds Forge Sheffield in the all UK Schools Games gala. Jay was in triumphant form in the 200m long course butterfly splitting first at 50m mark in 27.88sec holding the pace as he turned first at 100m mark in sub minute and with determination kept the lead at 150m mark 1:33.75 and just piped in the last 10m to the finish by Luke Howdle. Jays silver medal position gave the budding youngster his first taste at international swimming by surpassing Scotland’s top 200m butter flier by 3 seconds, two other England swimmers by over 3 and 4 seconds and in ample time to recover as the top Wales’ 200m flier and Scotland’s second swimmer coming home in 2:15 and 2:16 respectively. Jay was recently appoint Club Captain and has started 6th form Thomas Hardys School in September but still organisies himself to train every day at South Dorset. Daniels said “he’s a great kid to train always focused, determined and has the innate ability to concentrate with job at hand. Gaining England Colours only go to those who work, and work, and work  and Jay is certainly a worker.”
