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TORNADOES OF SOUTH DORSET

DORSET COUNTY DEVELOPMENT MEET

SATURDAY 4TH – SUNDAY 75H JULY

LITTLEDOWN CENTRE, BOURNEMOUTH

At total of 25 Tornadoes competed at this years County Development Meet held over the weekend of 4th – 5th July at the Littledown Centre in Bournemouth and between them brought home a total of 34 medals, 16 gold, 12 silver and 6 bronze.

Emily Gover swimming the 10 year old girl age group was in outstanding form winning gold medals in the 200m and 400m Freestyle and the 100m and 200m Backstroke events and setting new personal bests for each.  Other significant performances from the 10 and 11 year old girls included Starr Sams and Jorgi Luke just missing out on medals with 4th place finishes in the 50m Freestyle and100m Butterfly respectively.  While 10 year Leanne Holmes finished 5th in the 400m Freestyle in a personal best time that improved her previous time by 1 minute and 12 seconds.

For the boys 12 year old Jordan Davie had a superb weekend winning gold medals in the 100m and 200m Breaststroke events and silvers in the 100m and 200m Individual Medley events and the 200m and 400m Freestyle setting personal bests in each.

Amongst the younger boys age groups 10 years old James Mules struck gold in the 100m Butterfly in a personal best time and bronze in the 400m Freestyle.  Meanwhile Thomas Davidge competing in the 9 years age group swam a superb 50m Backstroke in a personal best time to secure a bronze medal.  Also in the 10 years age group Max Gilmartin, competing at County level for the first time put in some great performances finishing 8th in the 50m Backstroke and Freestyle events and 9th in the 100m distances for both strokes.

Hope Stanger swum a fantastic 400m Freestyle race to win gold and won a further gold in the 200m Individual Medley and added silver medals in the 100m Breaststroke and 200m Freestyle events.

Further success came for Tornadoes in the 200m Butterfly with Eleanor Harvey, swimming the event for only the second time, winning gold and Sophie Dawe securing a bronze in the 13 years age group, both performances setting new personal best times for the two girls.

Amongst the older swimmers taking part over the weekend, 17 year old Amy Wright, returning to competitive swimming after injury, won gold medals in the 200m Freestyle, 200m Individual Medley and 100m Backstroke and silver medals in the 100m Individual Medley and 100m Freestyle.

Jay Lelliott secured 5 medals in total, winning gold in the 100m and 200m Butterfly events, silver in the 100m and 400m Freestyle and a bronze in the 200m Freestyle.  Rebecca Beal won silver medals for the 100m and 200m Individual Medley events and a bronze in the 400m Freestyle and Laura Goode won gold in the 100m Butterfly and bronze in the 200m Backstroke.
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
