TORNADOES TRAVEL TO TIVERTON

Sunday 15th July saw eight swimmers from the Tornadoes of South Dorset travel to Tiverton in Devon, for the “Tiverton Open Sprint Meet”.

Katy Robinson set the standard for the day in the Girls 12yrs/under 100 M Individual Medley leading the field in her heat and smashing 13 seconds off her entry time.  This was closely followed by another fine performance in the Girls 12yrs/under 50 M Butterfly where again she led the field in her heat knocking 7 seconds off her entry time, taking home 2 personal best times.

A great performance from Jay Lelliot saw him achieve a new personal best time in the boys 12 yrs/under  50 M Backstroke, knocking 3 seconds off his entry time to earn a place in the final. Going into the final ranked 6th, Jay shaved another second off his time giving him a new personal best time of 39.43 seconds and 4th place.

Following a successful morning, seeing the swimmers achieve 5 personal bests times out of 7 swims, it was down to Scott Davis to open up the afternoon session which he did in the same style as the morning by knocking 9 seconds off his entry time in the Boys 12yrs/under 100 M Individual Medley. Scott had already performed well in the boys 12 yrs/under 50 M Freestyle race earlier in the day also achieving a personal best in this race.

For Jessica Lelliot, who recently turned 9 yrs old, this was her first taste of competitive swimming outside of the Club. With the support of older brother Jay and her team-mates, she took it all in her stride and competed in the Girls 12 yrs/under 50 M Freestyle and Girls 12 yrs/under 50 M Backstroke, both resulting in very good times which will now hold her in good stead for future competitions.

The final session of the day was for the 13 yrs/over swimmers.  Anastasia Westwood made the finals in the Girls 50 M Freestyle (4th place), Girls 50 M Backstroke (5th place), Girls 

50 M Butterfly (6th place) and Girls 50 M Breastroke (6th place).  

Alyce Westwood achieved a personal best time in the 13yrs/over 50 M Breastroke and made the finals, setting yet another new time for herself and a well earned 5th place.

After being out of the water for 8 weeks, to sit his GCSE’s, All Saints C of E pupil James Davis achieved personal best times in the Boys 13 yrs/over 100 M Individual Medley, 50 M Freestyle and the 50 M Breaststroke.

Luke Davis performed well achieving personal best times in the Boys 13yrs/over 100 M Individual Medley and 50 M Freestyle. 

It was a great day for all of the swimmers going to show that their hard work in training has paid off with all of them achieving personal bests in one or more of their races.
