Four swimmers from Tornadoes of South Dorset Thomas Crew, Christopher Perham, Thomas Mules and Bethan Whittall who were part of The British Biathlete Team have completed in yet another excellent Biathlete World Championships held, for the first time, in Dubai. United Arab Emirates. In baking temperatures of 36 degrees C they were a match for those who are more accustomed to such heat and humidity. Teams from South Africa, Egypt, Turkey, Cyprus, France, Germany, Spain, Czech Republic, Bulgaria, India, Australia, Argentina and Venezuela vied for the coveted World Championships medals. Portland school boy Christopher Perham was top of the medal awards in the Youth ‘B’ Boys category with a first class gold medal making the South Dorset swimmer top of the World after competing in last years World Championships in Monaco where he achieved a bronze. Chris also achieved a silver medal in the Youth ‘B’ Boys Team. Thomas Crew, Tornadoes club captain swam and run his race to 8th place in Youth Boys ‘A’ category achieving silver medals in the Youth ‘A’ Boys Team. New comer to Tornadoes Bethan Whittall was placed 9th overall in Youth ‘C’ category achieving bronze medals in the Youth ‘C’ Girls Team awards. Tom Mules recent appearance in Biathlons showed his potential with selection to the GB Team for the first time and gaining a very credible 15th overall place.  The GB Pentathlon Association reported that in the final analysis, it was Great Britain who topped the medal table with 9 gold’s from South Africa with 7 gold medals. Egypt; Czech Republic; France and Cyprus claiming one gold medal each. 
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
