Tornadoes were in action again over the Easter break at Taunton Deane’s Long Course Open Meet as Jay Lelliott of Tornadoes of South Dorset confirmer his short course England National Qualifying times in long course pool for the 200m butterfly in 2:16.57 and 100m butterfly in 1:02.63. The fifteen year old Portland swimmer just missed re-confirming his short course 200m and 100m backstroke in a long course pool at Millfield but will have his next chance at the Regional’s next month. This is Jay’s first year of National qualification after just three months on South Dorset’s new training programme. Eleven year old Lucy Goode just missed adding 200m butterfly and 200m freestyle events to her England National Qualifications but is scheduled for Regional Time trials and Regional Age Groups over the next two months before Ponds Forge Nationals. Tom John inched closer to his 100m and 200m breaststroke National Qualifications as did 17 year old Thomas Crew in the sprint 50m freestyle event. Head Coach Phil Daniels, expressed his delight with all his swimmers saying, “They were not tapered for this event, they needed experience in swimming a long course pool prior to the Regional’s next month so it formed a part of the our programme this year, and has proved an all round good experience for the swimmers”. Ten year old Charlie Samouelle improved his Regional QT in the 400m freestyle, 200m IM and 200m backstroke. Thirteen year Ellie Harvey improved her Regional QT 400m IM. Twelve year old Hope Stanger improved her 400m IM Regional QT. Rebekah Dashwood and Chris Perham both improved their 100m and 200m Butterfly Regional QT’s. Starr Sams and Rebekah Dashwood were competing in their first Level 1 Open Meet gaining valuable experience in competing in 50m pool. All eleven swimmers gained personal best times with most finishing in 
the top 8 positions to secure Tornadoes of South Dorset’s 5th overall position with 110 points out of 39 competing clubs, just behind Romford1st, Trowbridge 2nd, Millfield 3rd, Swindon in 4th place . Tom Mules finished in 4th overall place in 14 years age group. Jay Lelliott finished in 2nd overall in the 15 years boys. Charlie Samouelle finished 4th overall in his 10 year old boy’s age group. Lucy Goode was 2nd overall in her 11 years girls’ age group. 
Gold medals were achieved by: Jay Lelliott 200m fly, 200m b/c, 100m fly, 100m b/c, 50m fly and 50m b/c; Tom Mules 100m fly; Lucy Goode 200m f/c and 100m f/c; Charlie Samouelle 50m b/c and 50m f/c.

Silver medals went to: Tom John 200m b/r and 100m b/r; Tom Mules 200m fly and 100M F/C; Chris Perham 400m f/c.

Bronze medals : Tom Mules 200m f/c; Chris Perham 800m f/c; Lucy Goode 200m b/c, 200m fly and 100m b/c; Ellie Harvey 50m fly; Starr Sams 50m f/c.
